GENERAL INFORMATION

· Privately owned, independent hotel.

· Opened in 1996, comprehensively renovated and upgraded in 2000.

· Located on the northern tip of Zanzibar (Unguja) on one of the island’s finest beaches, with easy access to Zanzibar’s best dive sites and fishing grounds.

· 75 – 90 minutes scenic drive from Zanzibar Stone Town / airport / seaport.

ROOM TYPES

All 32 rooms have en-suite facilities (including own shower, hand-basin & toilet), own balcony, mosquito nets, split-unit air-conditioning, electric fans and hair-dryers.  Lodge rooms (11) have a garden view whilst Superior chalet rooms (14) have a seaview.  Superior deluxe chalet rooms (6) additionally have a mini-bar, deluxe bathroom amenities, fruit basket on arrival and other special touches.  Higher categories of chalet room tend to be closer to the seafront, although all have a seaview.  The new Ocean Suite (1) offers the ultimate in privacy and luxury.  With over 200 square metres of living space on two levels, including a private plunge pool and sun-deck, this suite is Ras Nungwi’s flagship accommodation unit.

Rooms can be configured as singles, doubles or twins, although requirements should be confirmed at the time of booking.  Triple/interleading rooms are only available in specific room types, booked and confirmed in advance.  

All rooms feature modern Elsafe Infinity personal electronic safes, large enough for valuables including cameras and/or portable computers.

Check-in time is 14:00 and check-out time is 11:00.  Day-rooms are charged at 50% of the nightly rate, subject to availability.

ACTIVITES & FACILITIES

· The hotels own on-site watersports centre is a member of the PADI International Resort Association.  It incorporates a PADI dive school, also offering snorkelling, dhow cruises, kayaking, wind-surfing, water-skiing and professional deep-sea fishing.  The hotel typically employs 2 to 3 scuba diving instructors and the centre is operated to high levels of safety.

· Designer deck-level fresh water swimming pool for hotel guests.

· Games area including pool table, darts, table tennis, board games and small library.

· Mountain bikes available for hire.

· Gift shop

· Live music once or twice a week.

· Secluded TV room with international sports, movies & news satellite channels.

· Visits to Nungwi village, Zanzibar’s dhow-building capital and home to a turtle sanctuary.  The village has several bars and restaurants, popular with some guests.

· Relaxing massages can be arranged at the hotel.

· Power is 240V AC, 50Hz, supplied from the national grid via the hotel’s own transformer.  A modern 165KVA Deutz generator provides automatic back-up power 24 hours a day.  Power outlets are UK three-pin type and adaptors are available.

· An a la carte menu is offered at lunch-time from 12:30 to 14:00.
· A five course dinner (table d’hote menu) is served from 20.00 to 22.00 although seafood buffets and barbeque dinners are often offered instead.
